- Was unethically sentenced for 93 years to
Putao jail on 3rd November from the secret
judgment in Insein Jail.

FROM THE SPEECH

“As the majority of Bamas morally unacceptably treat
Shan people, Shan people have to be very conscious of
not playing the same trick towards minority peoples
living in Shan States.”

“Democracy movement and ethnics struggle are likely as
two sides of a coin. Neither head nor tail is more
important.”

“There is no option except having tripartite dialogue to
resolve the so-called political conflict in Myanmar.
Although it is not a perfect one, there is still no better
solution can be found at the moment.”
